Program Participation Rules

. Persons convicted of a felony will be unable to attend the “Citizen
Police Academy.”

. Persons convicted of any other offense may be able to attend, but
will be evaluated on a case by case basis.

. All participants are required to attend the full six week course in
order to graduate from the academy. Participants must agree to
arrive on time for each session and stay until the end of each
session. Make up classes will not be offered.

. Disruptive behavior during any of the sessions causing a major
interruption of the course curriculum will be grounds for
dismissal from the class.

. This program is open to everyone 18 years of age or older.
Attendance is open to any applicant who can meet the eligibility
criteria. Preference will be given to Riverside residents,
merchants, and their employees.

. Class size is limited to 25 participants.

. Participants will be responsible for their transportation to any
off-site activities.

Applicants are asked to commit to full attendance of all scheduled
classes. Those who cannot fully participate in all scheduled classes are
encouraged to apply for a future academy session. Persons with
disabilities are welcome to participate. The Township of Riverside, the
Citizen Police Academy program and instructors will make reasonable
accommodations to assist persons with disabilities.
